Description of Modules
The Arts Module: Express Yourself - May 12-14, 2006

The Arts Module will take place in Davao City. Fifty students will be selected to
participate based on audition/art samples submitted for preliminary judging. During "
the camp. the participants will be divided into the following sub-groups: Visual Arts, ~
Creative Writing, Dance, Music, Theatre, and Film. Prominent Filipino artists,
journalists/writers, and actors as well as American diplomats will conduct workshops
on how arts can be used as a medium to promote democratic values. During the
camp, participants will come up with an original work to be displayed, read, or
performed for local audiences. A community event will be held on the final day of the
camp for members of the community in Davao. During the event, participants will
come up with an original work to be displayed, read, or performed for local
dudiences. A commuhity event will be held on the final day of the camp for members
of the community in Davao.  During the event, participants will perform or display
the works accomplished during the workshop. By the end of the camp, participants
would have actually used their talents to promote democracy and human rights and
have made lasting partnerships with prominent Filipino artists.

The Civic Engagement Module: it Starts with Me — May 19-22, 2006

This module will take place in Cebu City with 50 students who are actively involve in
their institutions’ community service programs. During the camp, leading Fifipino
clvic soclety activists will hold workshops for the participants on youth engagement
and NGO management. During the workshop, participants will be asked to come up
with a short community activist project that can be conducted during the camp.
Participants will split Up, complete the project and return at the end of the day to
share thelr experiences. By the end of the camp, participants would have learned
how to start their own NGOs. They would have also actively participated in a
comimurity project and would hopefully be able to incorporate some of the lessons
" learned back at their host institutions.

The Leadérship Module: To Lead is to Serve - May 26-28, 2006

The Leadership Module will take place in Los Banos, Laguna with 50 student
participants composed of student council leaders. During the camp, students will
..participate in a series of workshops on youth leadership skills and learn how to
promote democratic principles in their communities and host institutions. Prominent
American and Filipino young leaders will serve as resources during the workshops.
