LGMA tells
PNP: Look
into kidnap

report

Malacafiang is taking seri-
ously the report showing an
increase in kidnapping cases
this year, officials said yester-
day.

Press Secretary Cerge Re-
monde said President Arroyo
has ordered the Philippine Na-
tional Police (PNP) to look into
the report of Teresita Ang-See,
who said 40 kidnapping cases
had already been recorded na-
tionwide in just the first three
months of the year.

Ang-See, founding chair of
the Movement for the Restora-
tion of Peace and Order, said
the group recorded a total of
40 kidnap-for-ransom inci-
dents nationwide from Janu-
ary to March, or half the fig-
ure reported for the whole of
2008.

“The PNP is hereby direct-
ed to look into the report and,
as the President ordered, to do
everything within its power
and within its means and even
ask the assistance of any other
agency of government to help
ensure the safety of our citi-
zens,” Remonde said.

Remonde said the President
took the report with serious
concern,
